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Rush hour fee for busy cities

Kuala Lumpur, George Town and Johor Baru eyed fi

KUALA LUMPUR: The cities of
George Town in Penang, Kuala
Lumpur and Johor Baru have
been identified for the initial roll-
out of potential congestion char-

ges.

Minister in the Prime Minister’s
Department (Federal Territories)
Dr Zaliha Mustafa (pic) said at the
Dewan Rakyat that this is still
being studied by the Malaysian
Institute of Road Safety Research
and the Malaysia Green Techno-
logy and Climate Change Corpo-
ration.

The aspects studied include the
implementation mechanism,
potential traffic volume reduc-
tion,-and increased public trans-

port uptake if a conges-
tion charge is introduced.

The study is expected to
be completed by this year.

“If we implement the
congestion charge, it can
reduce traffic volume by
up to 20% in Kuala |
Lumpur. The charge also ¥
cannot be too low but
instead discourage vehicles from
using certain roads.
 “Wealso donot want the charge
to be too high, which can burden
the public,” she said during
Minister Question Time yester-
day.

Citing early findings from the
study, Dr Zaliha said similar meas-

ures used abroad are also
considered for imple-
mentation in Malaysia.

Among the measures
cited by Dr Zaliha is the
| Electronic License Plate
L Reader system in New

b York, which automatical-
lyimposes charges once a
number plate is read.

In Singapore, the electronic
road pricing mechanism imposes
charges according to the zone and
specific times to control traffic
flow.

In London, there are congestion
charge zones where the system
imposes charges on vehicles that
enterselected cities at peak hours.

Dr Zaliha also referenced the road
space rationing measure prac-
tised in Jakarta and Beijing, where

-private vehicle use is limited to

odd or even numbers depending
on the day.

She was responding to a ques-
tion by Datuk Azman Nasrudin
(PN-Padang Serai), who asked
about the mechanism used for the
congestion charge and the reduc-
tion that can be expected.

Dr Zaliha noted that approxi-
mately 1.5 million vehicles enter
and exit Kuala Lumpur in 24
hours, adding that public trans-
port ridership in Kuala Lumpur
was only 25%.

“In this context, I agree with the

Transport Minister’s stance that it
is not appropriate to impose the
congestion charge without a com-
plete and integrated public trans-
port system,” she added.

On Feb 19, Transport Minister
Anthony Loke told the Dewan
Rakyat that the proposed conges-
tion charge in the city would only.

transportation system has been
enhanced.

PETALING JAYA: For many
years, driving home from his
workplace was a nightmare for
Terry Abraham, as peak hours
meant being stuck in gridlock
traffic jams for hours.

JOHOR BARU: The city is not
ready for the Federal Govern-
ment’s proposed congestion
charge due to the lack of a com-
prehensive public transport mas-
ter plan, says Johor executive
councillor Mohamad = Fazli
Mohamad Salleh.

The works, transportation,
infrastructure and communica-
tions committee chairman said
the proposed charges would only
work if an efficient public trans-
port system were implemented. -

“Road users should also be
offered park and ride options out-
side the central business district
before such a policy can be imple-
mented.

“(For now) Johor Baru is not
ready for this, as we have yet to
have a comprehensive master
plan to overcome traffic conges-
tion,” he told reporters after
inspecting a road upgrading pro-
ject in Kempas here yesterday.

implementing new policies that

would be burdensome for the
rakyat, especially for those living
outside the ecity but working
downtown. )

“The main reason people drive
their own vehicles is that public
transportation is not convenient
enough,” he said.

While welcoming the decision,
Malaysian Public Transport Users
Association president Ajit Johl
stressed that it should be com-
bhined with other policies aimed at
discouraging private vehicle
ownership.

“Imposing a congestion charge
is one way to make car ownership
MOore expensive.

“The government should also
reconsider its move to continue
fuel subsidies.

“If citizens realise that owning
a private car is unaffordable, they
will use public transport instead,”
he said.

Ajit'also urged the government
to continue improving public
transport by allowing local
authorities to manage congestion,
including using the collected fees
to improve public facilities.

“Local authorities should be
empowered to manage fraffic

congestion and use charge reve-

nues to improve public transport. ©

“For example, local govern-

ments should use the money to -

build physical road barriers for
bus lanes, as opposed to traffic
cones,” he added, emphasising
the need to expedite the imple-
mentation of the new policy.

Assoc’ Prof Dr Law Teik Hua,
who heads the Road Safety
Research Centre at Universiti
Putra -Malaysia's Engineering
Faculty, agreed that dedicated bus
lanes should be introduced when
the congestion charges are imple-
mented.

Aside from the lanes, he also
suggested increasing the frequen-
cy of buses and expanding their
coverage.

“There must also be well-
marked signage and digital dis-
plays to inform drivers about con-
gestion zones, charges and alter-
native routes,” he said,

‘For smooth collection of con-

gestion charges, Law said the
government should think about
using the newest technology, like
electronic toll collection systems
with radio-frequency identifica-
tion (RFID) tags, automatic num-
ber plate recognition (ANPR) or
GPS-based tracking..

He said roads in Johor Baru
have been congested since the
land borders that Malaysia shares
with Singapore reopened.

He was referring to the Cause-
way and Second Link, which were
closed on March 17, 2020, due to

" Covid-19. The travel restrictions

were lifted on April 1, 2022.

Mohamad Fazli added that con-
gestion charges might not be able
to solve the existing traffic prob-
lem unless road users are given
options such as rebates to those
who take the bus instead of driv-
ing.

He was responding to Minister
in the Prime Minister’s Depart-
ment (Federal Territories) Dr
Zaliha Mustafa, who earlier told
the Dewan Rakyat that the pro-
posed charges are still being
studied by the Malaysian Institute
of Road Safety Research and the
Malaysian Green Technology and
Climate Corporation.
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The aspects being studied
include the implementation mech-
anism, potential reduction in traf-
fic volume, and projected update
of public transportation if the con-
gestion charge is introduced.

Mohamad Fazli added that the

state welcomes such a study as

implementing congestion charges
involves various quarters, includ-
ing the state government and
local councils.

“The matter does not just caver
traffic congestion,” he said.

“It invojves the environment
and the costs imposed on the pub-
lic if they were to take public
transportation or e-hailing
services, among others.”

Meanwhile, Penang transport,
infrastructure and digital com-
mittee chairman Zairil Khir Johari
said proper road systems and effi-
cient public transportation are
needed if a congestion fee is to be
implemented in the state.

“In order for us to implement
creative means of reducing pri-
vate vehicle usage, such as'con-
gestion charges and dedicated
bus lanes, we first need to have
alternatives.

“Having an LRT is a good start,
and additional spinal highways
such as the PIL1 are another good
alternative.

“If this becomes a reality, per-
haps a charge can be imposed for
users of this-highway to encour-
age people to use public transport
instead,” he said when contacted
yesterday.

Zairil said implementing the
congestion fee would be almost
impossible without these alterna-
tives.

He said the current road net-
work system on Penang Island is
underdeveloped due to a short-
age of land space and the urban
heritage landscape. /

Engineer Gilbert Wong, 43, said

George Town faces significant
traffic congestion, especially dur-
ing peak hours and public holi-
days, due to its narrow. streets
and heavy tourism.

“A congestion charge could help
reduce traffic and encourage the
use of public transport or non-
motorised transport:like walking
and cycling, which are more sus-
tainable for the city’s historic and
dense layout. -

“But for a cangestion charge to
be successful, George Town would
need a well-functioning public
transport system to offer viable
alternatives to driving.

“For now, Penangs public
transportation is improving but
still faces challenges in coverage
and efficiency.

“Implementing = congestion
charges before strengthening
public transport may face resist-
ance from the public and local
residents,” he said.
